Spiders
 
Spiders make the strongest material in the world web. Spider web is six times stronger than steel. If spiders were the same size of cats there is a huge chance that they would eat humans. When spiders are little and they are going to leave their nest they will make a parachute out of web and let the wind carry them to a random place where they will make a home.


A Trap door spider will dig a hole into the ground cover the walls of the hole in web and the lid that opens and closes with web and when a bug walks over the lid it will make the web on the walls vibrate and the spider comes out and kills the pray within 2 seconds.


A Tarantula is really lazy. In the wild a Tarantula will normally go to a random spider web and it will kill the spider and take over its web. Once the web breaks it will either repair the web or it will take over another web.

A camel spider is quite big. Most camel spiders live in the desert.

If a Camel spider bites you, you should go to a hospital right away. They are not like spiders here; the spiders here look cuter than this but they are good to have.

Black widows are not the friendliness spiders. If you disturb a black widow and it climbs or falls on you it will bite you and you can die. If you don’t get to hospital in about an hour you are dead. Here in Victoria if you get bit by a Black widow you will just get seriously ill. If you have damp cool areas in your house or garage get rid of them and you will never get Black widows in your place.
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This specific jumping spider I’ve been bit by. It feels like a needle going up your finger. The jumping spider changes its blood pressure to make its self launch into the air many times its body length. When a jumping spider sees its prey it will crouch and then jump, it will then open its fangs in mid flight and will bite its prey as it lands on it.
Crab spiders hide in flowers sometimes. Crab spiders come in a variety of different colors some are even pink. Crab spiders will blend in with a surface the same color as it. They will wait patiently for food to come by and then the pray is captured.
Garden spiders you can see everywhere even in your house. You can see them in every garden in Victoria. Garden spiders are the most seen spider in Victoria. You can see them at houses on fences and other places. They make what I like to call perfect webs.
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The red back spider is a part of the widow family and the side effects of being bitten by one is sweating, vomiting and local pain. They like living in sheds, logs, among rocks, shrubs, outhouses, old trees, dry sheltered places, children’s toys and under rubbish. The female will lie up to 40-300 eggs in one egg sack.
A net spider doesn’t make a web; instead it makes a web net that it uses to catch its prey. It will spit out webbing in between its two legs and nits a net with its two front legs and then it will attach a web to a surface and slowly repel to the ground with the net in front of it and the web net will catch the prey and then the spider will climb back up the long web and will eat its prey.
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The Brazilian wondering spider eats Crickets, other large insects, small lizards and mice. These spiders are usually found in highly populated areas in Brazil. They like to live in dark places during the day time which include houses, cars, clothes, boots, boxes and log pipes. They have really good eye site for hunting. There are two types of this spider that have known to bite people.
The Latin name for the Christmas spider is Austracantha minax. The Christmas spider lives in Australia, Queens land and Tropical rain forest habitats. They make their orb web about one to two meters off the ground.
Water spiders live under the water in a web that’s in an air bubble. The water spider will hold an air bubble around its abdomen and uses it to get to the surface and climb on the shore. To get air into its home it will grab some air from the outside around its abdomen and then it will make an air bubble around its mouth and swim down back into its home.
The Bolas spider lives in America, Africa and Australia. The Bolas spider eats moths, Months flies and other flying insects. The female can produce a horrible smell if disturbed. The Bolas spider doesn’t make a web; instead the female will make a thread of web and then will spit on one end of it and will swing it around to catch prey. The male catches its prey by sitting on the end of a leaf and stretching its arms out and will grab its prey.
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The mouse spider will eat insects and any other small creatures that pass their burrow. If the mouse spider bites you it will not eject venom into you. It lives in Australia, Chile and South America. Their homes are in low humid places.

The Sac spider will eat any Arthropods, any size spiders and also their own eggs. They live in Germany, Northern Europe and North America. The venom of the sac spider can cause local cytoxic and neurotoxin effects, but this is not deadly. The sac spider only hunts at night. One egg sac contains 40 eggs. They can move fast in trees unlike other spiders. The eggs hatch in spring.
The Green Lynx spiders live in South United states, coast to coast, Mexico Central America. If it bites you it will cause local pain, redness and itchiness. They are specialized at living in plants. One egg sack has 600 eggs. The female will protect the eggs at any cost.
Brown widow spiders will eat Insects, Flies, Mosquitoes, Grasshoppers, Beetles, Caterpillars, Woodlice, Diplopods, Chilopods and other arachnids. They live in South-eastern and south-western United states as well as parts of Australia, South Africa and Cyprus.
